“But that does not mean that
all other brands iconic to our history and tradition must
cease to exist. ”I do believe it’s important to preserve
and celebrate the Lady Vol brand and logo, which has
for decades—and still does—possess great meaning
and evoke incredible pride among many supporters of
this university.”
